If you are afraid of additional acts of domestic violence and you
want the judge/magistrate to act immediately, check block #2 at the bottom of page 2, asking for an Ex Parte Order.  An Ex Part e Order
will be heard very soon without giving notice to the defendant.  If a magistrate hears your request for ex parte relief, the
magistrate’s order is only good for a short period of time and a second temporary order must be issued by the judge.  If
the judge issues the temporary Ex Parte Order, another hearing will be held after the defendant is given notice.  If no Ex
Parte Order is entered, a hearing will still be held after the defendant is given notice.
Date and sign the complaint on the back (above the verification section).  The verification must be signed before a clerk
or notary.
In some counties you may be able to take it to the magistrate’s office on weekends and evenings.
